Columbus and his expeditions. The children have used maps and atlases to identify the countries 

which make up the United Kingdom and examined a world map showing the seven continents. This 

will help us to understand where Christopher Columbus travelled. In maths we have started looking 

at counting on in 10s from random numbers and the different ways we can make ten, including 

using coins. Remember next Wednesday (15th January) is our first swimming session so we will 

only need PE kits in school for Friday’s session.
