In reception maths we have been thinking about ‘even, not enough and too
much.” We have been making sure that our three bears and three little pigs all
have an equal amount of toys and spots.

In year 1 maths we have continued to explore numbers between 5 and 10 as
being made up of ‘5 and a bit’ The children have used tens frames and part,
part whole models to show this.

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It is feeling cold outside at the moment but the heat is definitely picking up in the classroom as
we begin our new topic, The Great Fire of London.’

So far we have been introduced to the main characters; Boxton the rat
and Vlad the flea.
